Iowa Commissioners are the volunteers responsible for governing the State of Iowa Agency responsible for administrating Iowa’s National Service & volunteer programs.  Commissioners are empowered by both Federal and State statute to set the national service priorities for the state and determine what programs best meet the needs of Iowa.  Commissioners oversee the programs of the Corporation for National and Community Service, develop and implement the state national service plan, and are responsible for executing a state recruitment plan, a state program development and training plan and a state disability placement plan.

EXPECTATIONS
Support the mission and vision of the Iowa Commission on Volunteer Service and comply with the three legal fiduciary duties; Duty of Care, Duty of Loyalty and the Duty of Obedience. 
· Exercise responsibilities (decision-making and oversight) in good faith with diligence, attention, care and skill by attending meetings regularly, entering in discussions, reading minutes, learning about ICVS programs, maintaining careful oversight of finances and questing unclear or troubling activity

· Place the interests of the organization before private interests
